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1 Introduction

By accepting this License or installing or using the Software, you agree to be bound by the terms and conditions
in this License. You agree that you are the end-user of the Software and you represent that you are of legal
age and are authorized to enter into this License.

2 Definitions

In these Conditions, unless the contrary intention appears:

Documentation means any data, information or documentation supplied or made available to Licensee,
including but not limited to any operating or user manuals or online help documentation relating to the Software;

Intellectual Property includes all copyright, and all rights in relation to registered and unregistered trademarks
(including service marks), registered designs, registered patents and confidential information (including trade
secrets and know-how), and all other rights resulting from intellectual activity in the industrial, scientific, literary
or artistic fields;

3 Grant of License

1. Honeywell grants to You a non-exclusive, non-transferable License (without the right to sublicense
except as set forth below) to install and use the Software on your personal computer and/or mobile
device and server(s), and to use the Documentation strictly in accordance with the terms of this License.

2. In consideration of the grant of the License, You agree to comply with the terms of this License
agreement.

4 Permitted Use

You may:

1. Use the Software and Documentation only to monitor and carry out maintenance activities on Honeywell
devices. You acknowledge and agree that the Software is intended to be accessed and used for non-
time-critical information and control of products; You should not rely on the Software for any life safety
or critical purposes. While Honeywell aims for the Software to be highly reliable and available, it will not
be available 100% of the time. Access to the Software and receipt of data from the Software, is subject
to sporadic interruptions and failures for a variety of reasons beyond Honeywell’s control, including Wi-
Fi intermittency, service provider uptime, mobile notifications, and carriers, among others.

Honeywell may, in its sole discretion, provide You with firmware updates, enhancements, changes,
modifications, additional functionality or bug fixes to the Software (referred to as “new versions”) or
Documentation. Honeywell may charge You an additional fee for the provision of any new versions of the
Software or Documentation, which will otherwise be provided on the terms and conditions of this License.
